
In 2017 Conestoga Christian School 

organized a Development Committee 

to look into the possibility of invest-

ing money into an Endowment Fund 

that would be managed by Everence 

Financial Services. The school had 

approximately $7,000 sitting in a 

reserved fund specifically designated 

for the Endowment Fund. After 

meeting with Everence, the Develop-

ment Committee put together an 

Endowment Fund Governing Policy 

for the CCS Policies and Procedures 

Manual and began communicating 

with families, grandparents, alumni, 

and business partners that CCS was 

prayerfully growing its Endowment 

Fund.  
 

The CCS Endowment Fund is tar-

geted to help in 3 main areas: 

 Tuition Assistance 

 Program Expansion 

 Capital Improvements 

 

Upon the completion of planning and 

communication, CCS officially 

moved into a partnership 

with Everence in January of 

2020. The $7,000 begin-

ning balance had grown to 

$26,735, and it was time to 

begin investing. The CCS 

Endowment Fund has been 

prayed over, talked about, 

and even featured as a 

special project at a few 

CCS auctions. With praise 

to our God for His grace and 

provision, we can share that 

our Endowment Fund has 

grown to $97,681.88. Our 

first milestone of $100,000 is 

only $2,318.12 away. The 

Development Committee and 

Board of Trustees envision a 

time when our Endowment 

Fund surpasses $500,000 and 

the interest on that investment 

begins significantly helping 

families that struggle to afford 

the tuition here at CCS.  
 

As we praise God for His 

continual blessing over the 

CCS Endowment Fund, some

As a 

Since graduating, I have been serving with 

Youth With a Mission. I began my journey 

here in Kona, Hawaii in September 2020.  

What I have experienced has been unex-

pected and exciting to say the least! I did 

my lecture phase in September and went on 

a three month outreach soon after. For the 

outreach portion of the school I was in, we 

went to three different cities in Turkey. My 

team and I helped out at an English school 

in Antakya and met many Turkish high 

school students that we were able to be-

friend! We stayed with a family in Turkey 

who are long term missionaries there. They 

opened up their home to us and taught us 

many things about the culture of Turkey. 

The second location we served at in Tur-

key was Antalya. The Turkish people 

refer to this city as a “beach town.” We 

stayed in an Airbnb only 15 minutes from 

the water. Here, we made friends with the 

locals and were able to serve the long 

term missionaries. We even were able to 

visit our friends’ prayer room that they 

had built in the basement of a gym. It was 

so special to be able to worship in an 

underground prayer room! My team held 

worship and prayer sets there four days a 

week, while also praying fervently for the 

people of Antakya every single day. 

 

The last city we visited in Turkey was 

Cappadocia. This is, by far, the most 

beautiful place I have ever seen, let alone 

stayed in. We went to a Holy Spirit con-

ference there that we were invited to 

while staying in Antakya. Pastors from 

all around Turkey came to learn more 

about the Holy Spirit so they could take 

that information back to their churches. 

We were able to stay at a beautiful hotel 

in this location, and we even rode hot air 

balloons on the last day that we were 

there! 

 

Turkey was such a beautiful trip where we 

made memories that will stick with me 

forever. I can’t believe the ways in which 

God showed His faithfulness and strength 

through what seemed like the toughest bat-

tles. I am now living in Kona, Hawaii as 

the Lord has been blessing me with a sea-

son of rest with family and friends. I am 

excited to see where the Lord takes me next 

and so thankful for where He has led me 

thus far.
