CCS began the 2022-23 school year with
381 students — PRAISE GOD!! The ad-
ministration began planning for this won-
derful blessing back in May as the number
of tours and applications had been pouring
into our admission’s department. The ques-
tion kept coming up, “Where are we going
to put all these students?”” One thing is for
sure, the men and women that work at CCS
are resourceful. Classrooms were moved
and created so that our school could house
381 students and 33 classrooms. In addition
to these classrooms we need offices for
counseling, administrators, staff child care,
and support services . . . the task was big
but our God is bigger. Every inch of facility
space is being used on the CCS campus and
our students and staff are doing GREAT!!

This year CCS has a completely full pre-
school and two classes at every elementary
level with the exceptions of 3rd and 4th
grades — but those classes are full and have
a waiting list.
